The ACLT is a longitudinal elective focused on advocacy and health policy with resident-driven advocacy trips to Raleigh or Washington DC in alternate years. ACLT residents will have their ambulatory +2 blocks together, with one half day devoted to seminars in health policy, the legislative process and leadership and career planning.
